Optimum dialogue of these two systems is supported by the transmission of signals from the
immune system along parasympathetic and sympathetic fibers to the brain as well as by the penetration
of signal molecules through the blood-brain barrier that leads to changes the level of activity of nervous
and endocrine functions and causes an alteration of immune system activity.

The exchange of the results of the latest research in the field of neuroimmunophysiology, the
investigations of specialists working in different fields of experimental and clinical medicine is the task of
this symposium. The central and peripheral mechanisms of realization of the interaction of the nervous
and immune systems, their disorders in experiments and clinic will be discussed in the course of the
Symposium. Special attention will be paid to the processes developing in brain during HIV infection.

A novel topic in the program of the symposium is a consideration of the participation of peptides of
the innate immune system as endogenous modulators of neuroimmune interaction.
